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THE  INVITATION  TO  THE TRIBE OF   BANU   KA’B  AND  THEIR REJECTION
Abdur Rahman Al Aamiri narrates from the elders of his tribe that they were in the market place of Ukaz (a place where pilgrims stopped on their way too and from the pilgrimage) when the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, approached them. He asked them to which tribe they belonged, and so they told him that they belonged to the tribe of Banu Aamir, son of Sa’sa’ah. Then he asked them which branch, and they told him from the descendants of Ka’b, son of Rabee’ah. The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, then asked how powerful their tribe was and they replied, “None would dare to touch anything in our territory or even warm himself at our fireplace!” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, said, “I am the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, if I come to you would you ally yourself to me so that I may spread the Message of my Lord. I will not force any of you to do anything.”

The tribesmen asked, “To which branch of the Koraysh to do you belong?” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, replied, “To the family of Abdul Muttalib.” Having been told that they asked, “How did the family of Abd Manaaf treat you?” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, replied, “They were the first to reject me and discard me.” The tribesmen said, “We shall not discard you, neither shall we believe in you, but we offer you our support so that you may spread the Message of your Lord.” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, accepted their offer (and intended returning with them to their territory) and the tribesmen went on resuming their trading in the market. It was during that time that Bujra, son of Qais Qushayri came to them and asked, “Who is this person with you, I don’t recognize him." The tribesmen replied, “He is Muhammad, son of Abdullah from the Koraysh.” Bujra then asked, “What have you got to do with him?” They replied, “He claims that he is the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, and has asked us to ally ourselves to him so that he can spread the Message of his Lord.” Bujra asked them what was their response to his request and they told him that they had welcomed him and would protect him as they themselves protect each other. Bujra said with contempt, “No one in this marketplace will return with anything worse than that which you intend to return with. You are doing something that will provoke all the tribes of Arabia. They will turn against you and fight you. His people know him better than you and had there been any good in him they would have considered it an honor to be his supporters. The man is foolish, his people have discarded and rejected him, yet you people intend to give him shelter and assisting him – your decision is indeed evil.” Bujra left the tribesmen and approached the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, saying, “Get up and return to your people, By Allah, had you been one of my people, I would have severed your head!” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, mounted his camel to leave, and as he did so the despicable Bujra stabbed the camel in its abdomen with his stick and caused it to bolt and throw the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, off its back. Subagha, the daughter of Aamir son of Qurt was one of the ladies who had embraced Islam in Mecca and happened to visiting her cousins in Ukaz and saw what had happened and exclaimed, “O children of Aamir, none of you are like Aamir (if you do not assist the Messenger of Allah). Do you stand by and do nothing when you see what has happened to the Prophet of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, who is among you!” Three of Subagha’s cousins stood up to attack Bujra whereupon two men stood up to defend Bujra. The cousins knocked Bujra’s supporters to the ground and sat upon their chests and set about beating them. The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, supplicated saying, “O Allah, bless these (the cousins) and curse the others.” Soon after the three cousins who came to the assistance of the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, embraced Islam and died as martyrs whereas the defendants of Bujra died with the curse of Allah upon them.
The names of the three who came to the assistance of the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, were Urwa, son of Abdillah, Ghitreef and Ghatfan, the two sons of Sahl. As for the defendants of Bujra they were Hazn, son of Abdillah and Mu’awiya  son of Ubadah.

Zuhri narrates that the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, met the tribesmen of the Banu Aamir, son of Sa’sa’ah and told them about Islam and that Allah had sent him as His Messenger. Bajeera, son of Firas was a member of the Banu Aamir tribe and exclaimed, “If you could hold on to this person, I would be able to destroy all the Arabs with him.” He turned to the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, and asked, “Do you say that if we ally ourselves to you and Allah grants you victory over your enemies we will be given the kingship?” The Messenger of Allah praise and peace be upon him, replied, “The decision rests with Allah, He grants the kingship to whosoever He pleases.” Bajeera exclaimed, “Listen to that, we would risk our necks fighting the Arabs, and then when Allah grants him victory, others will receive the kingship!” Then turning to the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, he said, “We are not in need of you.” Thereupon other tribal members rejected the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him. 
Those who had offered their pilgrimage left to return to their territory and the Banu Aamir did likewise. Upon reaching their home, they related their experience to a very old man who had been unable to accompany them on their pilgrimage. They told him that they had met a Korayshi man from the family of Abdul Muttalib who laid claim to be a Prophet and that he had approached them seeking an alliance and to return with them to their territory (and related the rest of the incident). When the old man heard this he held his head and said, “O Banu Aamir, can anything be done to make amends for the damage you have done! Can you ever grab hold of this bird’s tail again! I swear by the One in whose control lies my life, to this day there has never been a descendant of Ishmael who has ever made a false claim to the prophethood. His claim is without doubt an absolutely valid claim – have you lost your senses?”
Zuhri has narrated that the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, met the tribe of Kindah in their encampment and that one of their chieftains named Mulay was with them. The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, invited them to Allah (and assist him) but they refused to accept him and his Message.
THE  INVITATION  TO  THE  TRIBE  OF  BANI  HANEFAH  AND THEIR  REJECTION
Muhammad, son of Abdur Rahman, son of Husayn narrates that the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, approached the tribe of Banu Abdullah, a branch of the  Banu Kalb in their camp. The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, proceeded to invite them to Allah and asked for their assistance. He said, “Allah has indeed given your father a wonderful name (Abdullah, meaning worshiper of Allah).” However, they declined and refused to accept his Message.
Added to this Abdullah, son of Ka’b, son of Malik narrates that the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, said that there was not another Arab tribe who rejected his Message in a worse manner than they.
THE  INVITATION  TO  THE  TRIBE  OF  BANI  BAKR
Abbas narrates that the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, said to him, “I do not see any help forthcoming from either you or your brother. Will you not take me to the market tomorrow so that we may visit the (pilgrimage) camps of various tribes?”
Abbas took the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, to the encampments and pointed to the tribe of Kindah and said, “Those who are with them are the best tribes from Yemen to offer the pilgrimage. Then Abbas pointed out the camp of the tribe of  Banu Bakr, son of Wa’il, then to the tribe of Banu Aamir, son of Sa’sa’ah and said. “You may choose whichever tribe you wish (to speak to about Islam).
The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, went to the tribe of Kindah and asked where they were from, whereupon they told him they were from Yemen. He then asked which tribe in Yemen and they replied from the tribe of Kindah. The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, inquired as to which branch of the tribe they belonged, whereupon they replied that they were from the tribe of Banu Amr, son of Mu’awiyah. The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon them, asked, “Would you like something that is good? They asked, “What is it?” He replied, “That you bear witness that there is no god except Allah, that you establish the prayer and that you believe in everything that has come from Allah.”
According to a report narrated from the elders of the Kindah tribe, their tribesmen asked the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, “If you are successful, shall we receive the kingship thereafter?” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, replied, “All kingships belong to Allah, and it is He who will grant it to whomsoever He wishes.” The tribesmen replied, “Then we have no need for the message that you conveyed to us!”
Kalbi reported that the tribesmen said to the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, “Have you come to prevent us from (worshipping) our gods and thereby oppose the Arabs! Go back to your people, we have no need of you!”
The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, departed and made his way to where the Banu Bakr, son of Wa’il tribe were camped. He asked the tribesmen, “Where do you people come from?” They replied, “We are from the Banu Bakr, son of Wa’il tribe.” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, asked which branch of the tribe they were from and the told him that they were from the family of Banu Qais, son of Tha’laba. He then asked how large their tribe was and they replied saying “We are as many as the grains of sand.” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, asked, “What status do you have?” to which they replied, they had none. They told him, the Persians are our neighbors and we can neither defend ourselves against them nor defend anyone else against them.” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, told them, “If you are resolute and take it upon yourselves to recite ‘SubahanAllah (exalted is Allah), Al Hamdu Lillah (praise be to Allah) and Allahu Akbar’ 34 times, you will see a time when you would live in the homes of the Persians, marry their women, and take their sons as your servants.” Upon hearing this they asked, “Who are you?” The Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, replied, “I am the Messenger of Allah” and departed.
Kalbi reported that Abu Lahab harassed the Prophet, praise and peace be upon him, by making it business to tell people, “Do not accept what he says to you.” It is reported that the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, left some tribesmen, and Abu Lahab happened to pass by them, so they asked him, “Do you know that man?” Abu Lahab replied, “Yes, he is a man of high standing among us, what do you wish to know about him.” When the tribesmen informed Abu Lahab that the Prophet, praise and peace be upon him, had told them that he was the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, and spoken to them about Islam, Abu Lahab reversed his statement and said, “Do not even raise your head to speak to him, he is insane and speaks without thinking. The tribesmen said, “That is what we thought when he told us about the Persians.”
Rabee’ah, son of Ibad narrates that he was a still a youngster when he and his father were at Mina on their pilgrimage. During there stay there the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, visited many of the pilgrim camps and told them that he was the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, and that they should worship Allah alone, and not to ascribe a partner to Him and to forsake the idols they worshipped. He told them that they should believe in what he said and to accept him, and offer him their alliance so that he may speak more about the Message Allah has sent down to him.
Rabee’ah, son of Ibad says that the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, was followed around by a handsome man with a squint, whose hair was divided into two locks and wore the clothing of those of Aden. After the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, had conveyed the message and finished speaking to the pilgrims, the man would say to the tribesmen, “O people of this tribe! This man is calling you to cast down al Lat and al Uzza from your necks, as well as the jinn from the tribe of Banu Malik son of Uqaysh tribe who are your allies. He wants you to follow the new, misguided religion he has brought. Do not follow him and don’t even listen to him.” Rabee’ah said that he asked his father, “O father, who is this man who follows him around and belies what he says?” His father replied, “That is his uncle, Abdul Uzza, the son of Abdul Mutalib who is called Abu Lahab.”
INVITATION   TO  A  LARGE  GROUP  OF  PILGRIM  TRIBES GATHERED  AT  MINA

Mudrik narrates that when he and his father were on pilgrimage at Mina they mingled with a large group of people. He asked his father why the people had gathered.” He replied, “They have gathered to hear that irreligious man!” Then Mudrik saw the person his father referred to, and the person his father referred to was the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, who was standing telling the tribesmen, “O people, say, ‘Laa Ilaaha Illalaah’ (there is no god except Allah) and you will be successful.“
Harith, the son of Harith Ghamidi narrates that when he was at Mina he asked his father “What is this gathering about?” His father replied, “They have gathered for that irreligious man!” Harith stretched his neck to see to whom his father referred, and it was then that he saw the Messenger of Allah, praise and peace be upon him, standing, calling the people to accept the Oneness of Allah, but they rejected his message.
Hasan, son of Thabit narrates that he was on pilgrimage during the time with the Messenger of Allah was continuing to call people to accept Islam and his Companions were being tortured (for their adherence to Islam). Hasan said that he stopped near Omar (who had not at that time converted) who was engrossed in torturing a slave girl from the tribe of the Banu Amr, son of Mu’ammil, after which he proceeded to torture Zinnera, another slave girl.
May Allah be pleased with all the Companions.
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
